The contractor shall, prior to any excavation, locate all underground utilities and

structures.

B. Contractor shall contact blue stakes @ 1-800-662-4111, at least 48 hours before any

excavation begins.

C. Field verify location of all existing utilities.

D. See B/SD2.3 for c.o.t.g. details.

E. See sheet ES1.1 for site lighting and electrical.

F. Excavations or repairs in public right-of-way shall be in accordance with the regulations

of the local governing authority.

G. Connect new utility lines to existing in accordance with the regulations of the utility

provider.
